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Unit 1: Democracy and Citizenship in Canada
Through a variety of methods students will learn about the foundations of Canadian democracy, civic values, and the processes and institutions through which important decisions are made affecting all Canadians.  Students will be required to develop an informed opinion on current affairs. Debates, in-class discussions, personal written responses and group assignments will provide the context in which students will apply their informed understanding of events and issues in Canadian society.  

This unit will include, among other topics:
· -Canadian Parliamentary System

· -Analysis of Canadian political party platforms

· -Topical issues in civil society / current affairs discussions

Unit 2: Canada, Canadians & the World: Global Citizenship in the 21st Century 

Building on the study of citizenship in the previous unit, students will expand their focus to consider issues and actions on the global scale.  A study of the United Nations, Canada’s bi-lateral and multi-lateral involvement, and the contribution of non-governmental organisations will be central to this unit.  As with the study of Citizenship in Canada, students will be required to follow, become informed on, discuss and debate global issues.
